B’nai Jacob keeps 5-7% of the purchase price 
when you buy these Gift Cards at the synagogue. You don’t spend any more than 
you would normally and BJ reaps the benefits of your regular shopping. Purchase 
your Gift Cards anytime at the B’nai Jacob office. If everyone participates, this 
community-wide effort will have a tremendous impact on our B’nai Jacob 
family. STOP BY THE OFFICE or send an order via email and your cards will be 
waiting for you at the office. 

We will deliver the cards if you can’t pick them up. Why don’t we mail 
the cards? The Gift Cards (scrip) are like “cash” and we don’t want them to get 
lost. We have volunteers willing to deliver. Just mail your check and order to the 
BJ office and we’ll get you your scrip.
